FOOTING INFORMATION

Total footing depth is 48” less the height of the surfacing
plus the height of the blocking material. If you are using
12” of surfacing the footing hole would need to be 36 plus
the height of the blocking material (refer to both the side
and front cutaway views to the right).

If the Play structure is installed on an unlevel grade you
must adjust the footing depth to accommodate the grade.
For instance, if the grade for this component is 1”” higher
than the surface grade of the main playground post you
must dig your footing hole 1 deeper.

You must place the bottom of the support post or slide leg
on a suitable flat blocking material to prevent it from
sinking further into the soil. We recommend you use a
brick, block of wood or several inches of gravel. The
footing depth does not include this blocking material since
materials used often vary.

It is the owner/installers responsibility to check local
building codes and to comply with those codes. All footing
depths listed here are recommendations and local soil types
and frost lines may require a deeper and/or wider footing
depth. Ifthat is the case you must add more blocking
material to accommodate the deeper footing, as the post
length will still only be installed at the depth listed in this
instruction manual.

Assemble the entire unit before adding the concrete unless
instructed to do so in the individual component instruction
sections.

number #7 drill bit. This will make the attachment of the
four-hole bracket with the self-tapping screws easier and it
will prevent damage to the screw head during installation.

Apply locktite to all bolts during assembly prior to
completely tightening them.

Stainless Steel hardware can occasionally be difficult to
use particularly if you need to take them out to make an
adjustment. It is recommended that you add a drop of oil
to bolts that may have to be removed before you install
them.

Do not tighten bolts all the way until the unit is completely
assembled and all components are square and level.

Identify and separate all parts by referencing the detail
drawings and the parts list.

As you unpack and separate the components use the
cardboard sheets that were used for packing and shipping
to prevent damage to the components. This is particularly
true all Powder Coated and Thermoplastic coated
components, by setting the components on top of the
cardboard.

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BEFORE YOU BEGIN

In addition to the components on the packing list you will need a
drill with a /2 drill bit, tape measure, post hole digger, blocking
material, level, and a dry erase marker.

INSTALLATION STEPS

__1) Review all instructions before beginning:

_2) Unpack, organize, and identify all components: Be sure to
place all painted components on a protective surface (cardboard,
cloth, etc...) to prevent damage.

__3) Locate placement of the Independent Bump Wave Slide:
See top down view of your instruction booklet.

__4) Layout the Footing holes for the Independent Bump Wave
Slide: Locate your footing drawing and mark your holes as shown.
Dig your footing holes to the proper depth.

__5) Attach the Slide Deck to the Post: Attach the slide deck (7)
to the post (8). See Detail A. Align the deck to the posts. Attach
with four 1-1/4” bolts (11), eight 3/8” flat washers (17), and four
3/8” lock nuts (15). Tighten. Slide post into the designated hole.
Brace in position.

__6) Attach the Steps to the Deck: Attach the Steps (4) to the
Deck (7) using three 17 bolts (12), six 3/8” flat washers (17), and Deck
three 3/8” lock nuts (15). Hand tighten only. See Detail B.

__7) Attach Transfer Point Inside Legs to the Steps: With the
steps in place, place the transfer point inside legs (5) into their
designated holes. Attach the legs to the steps with two 17 bolts (12),
four 3/8” flat washers (17), and two 3/8” lock nuts (15). Tighten.
See Detail C.

__8) Attaching the Guard Wall to the Slide Deck: Attach the
Guard Wall (6) to the Slide Deck (7) with four 17 bolts (12), eight
3/8” flat washers (17), and four 3/8” lock nuts (15). Hand tighten
only. See Detail D.

__9) Attaching the Slide Guard to the Guard Walls: Place the
slide guard (9) between the guard walls (6). The slide guard has
internal threads welded on the ends. Attach with two 2 %4 bolts
(14) and two 3/8” flat washers (17). Hand tighten only. See Detail
E.

__10) Attaching the Handrails to the Structure:

With help, insert the end of the handrail (10) with the threads
welded into it into the stub of the guard wall (6). Attach the
handrails to the guard wall using a 2-%4” bolt (14) and a flat washer
(17). Hand tighten only. See Detail F.

Attach the handrails (10) to the steps (4) using four 2-4” bolts (14),
eight 3/8” flat washers (17), and four 3/8” lock nuts (15). Hand
tighten only. See Detail G.

__11) Attach the Slide to the Deck: Hoist the slide (1) to the deck
(7) and attach using three 2 bolts (13) and three 3/8” flat washers
(17). Hand tighten only. See Detail H.

_12) Attach T Legs to the Slide: Place the T legs (2) into the
designated holes. Attach the legs to the exit of the slide (1) with
four 1-%4” bolts (11) and four 3/8” flat washers (17). Tighten. See
Detail J.

__13) Attach the Center Support to the Slide: Place the center
support (3) into its designated hole. Attach the center support with
four 17 bolts (12) and four 3/8” flat washers (17). Tighten. See
Detail K.

__14) Once full installation of all components is complete,
square, and level the entire structure. Tighten all bolts. Fill all
footing holes with concrete. Check area for any remaining tools or
hardware and secure the area with caution tape, etc. After the
concrete has been allowed to cure for 24 hours, backfill with dirt.

__16) Inspect the components: If sharp edges are found, file and
apply touch up paint.
